A GENERAL ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER

                      BY ADDING A NEW SECTION 103-82 ENTITLED
                      “BARBECUES PROHIBITED.”


Be it ordained by the City Council of the City of Yonkers, as follows:

Section 1.  Chapter 103 of the Code of the City of Yonkers entitled
 “Streets and Sidewalks” is hereby amended in part by adding a new 
Section 103-82 entitled “Barbecues prohibited.”, to read as follows:



103-82. Barbecues prohibited.

It shall be unlawful for any person, firm or entity, or their agents or

employees, if any, to make, kindle or use a fire, barbecue, grill or
portable stove or burning charcoal or wood or any other flammable
material in or on any city street, sidewalk or other public property,

unless a  permit for an event, such as a block party, has first been 
obtained from the City of Yonkers. A violation of this section shall 
be a Class II offense. 

Section 2.  This ordinance shall take effect immediately.
