RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, it is important for all City of Yonkers employees to feel and be safe whenever they are working, and 

WHEREAS, one way to do this is to encourage motorists to drive safely and slowly around work sites, and 

WHEREAS, one program that promotes this is Slow Down to Get Around, developed by Rumpke and the McNeilus Company, and 

WHEREAS, the developers of Slow Down to Get Around provide free public service, marketing, and promotional information and documentation that will help promote safety among motorists when they see work site activity on city streets, and 
WHEREAS, that information can be incorporated into logos and placed on City vehicles, and

WHEREAS, other municipalities, including the City of New Rochelle, New York, are considering utilizing this worthwhile public service to help promote the safety of their workers.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of Yonkers hereby asks the Administration to direct its various departments (including, but not necessarily limited to Public Works, Parks and Engineering Departments) to explore the feasibility of implementing the Slow Down to Get Around message in work areas, attaching it to City vehicles, and providing notification through public service announcements, etc.
