Whereas, it is the intention of the City of Yonkers to eradicate the threat of violence, crime, gang activity and anti-social behavior, wherever possible, and 


Whereas, while this is an ambitious goal -- whereby we acknowledge that these things will never be fully eliminated from our society as we know it – that does not mean that it is impossible and attempts should not be made to achieve it, and 

Whereas, the vast majority of our residents – young and old – are law-abiding and wish to make sure that our communities improve, which will lead to the overall betterment of our City, and 


Whereas, we must make every attempt to reach out to our young people, especially those who can be influenced to do what is right, but through peer pressure, social involvement or lack of positive role models, may be or have been won over to participate in nuisance or even violent behavior, and 

Whereas, one way to do that is to encourage our young people with positive slogans to let them know that we support them and want them to do their best in life and make the right decisions that will help, not hinder them later in life.


Now, therefore be it resolved, that the City Council of Yonkers hereby supports and promotes the following slogan ‘Stop the Violence, Choose Life’ in line with Majority Leader Mc Dow’s Annual ‘Love Thyself Stop the Violence’ program for Yonkers and the new Violence/Gang Prevention Coalition initiated by the Nepperhan Community Center.

Be it further resolved that the City Council asks the Administration, including the Yonkers Police Department, the Yonkers Public Schools System, Yonkers Private Schools and community-based organizations that deal with youth to also support the ‘Stop the Violence, Choose Life’.

Be it further resolved that we ask that this slogan be used in various outreach initiatives to young people (Family Day, education programs, etc.) to help the children of the City of Yonkers channel anger, seek positive activities (like volunteering), and shun negative activities like gang membership and anti-social behavior.
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
