WHEREAS, in order to operate at peak efficiency, the Yonkers Police Department should be able to access every means of technology and information available, with reasonable expense, and 

WHEREAS, Precincts for the Yonkers Police Department are not now linked to the City of Yonkers Network (intranet), nor are they able to access the internet from their locations, and 

WHEREAS, in addition, Police Officers have to manually write out reports on 4 page carbon, and 

WHEREAS, an increased access to computer technology for Yonkers Police Department Precincts may result ultimately in faster responses and processing of reports, and 

WHEREAS, access to research information that can be obtained from Police Departments and other criminal justice agencies from distant locations may also help improve the effectiveness of our Precincts, and 

WHEREAS, in the post-September 11 era that we now live in, it is especially crucial that our Emergency Services rely on and receive up-to-the-minute information.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council of Yonkers hereby requests the Administration to direct the Yonkers Police Department and Management Information Services to expand internet and intranet access for the four Precincts and any other divisions that currently do not possess that access.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that it is also requested that all available measures be taken to ensure that the very sensitive nature of Police record keeping and data control be secured.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Clerk is hereby directed to forward copies of this resolution to the Police Commissioner and Management Information Services.
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
