AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF THE CITY OF YONKERS TO SET AGE LIMITS FOR APPLICANTS TO THE YONKERS FIRE DEPARTMENT 

The City of Yonkers, in City Council convened, hereby ordains and enacts:

Section 1.
Notwithstanding the provisions of any other law, rule or regulation to the contrary, firefighters appointed in the City of Yonkers shall be not less than nineteen years of age, nor more than twenty-nine years of age as of the date of appointment, provided however, that an applicant may take the written examination when they are not less than seventeen years and six months of age as of the date of the written examination, provided, further that time spent on military duty or on terminal leave, not exceeding a total of six years, shall be subtracted from the age of any applicant who has passed his twenty-ninth birthday as provided in subdivision 10A of Section 243 of New York State Military law.

Section 2.
This act shall take effect immediately.
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
